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Conclusions: This systematic review and meta-analysis found that PSWO (prehospital stroke
workflow optimizations) significantly improves several time metrics related to stroke treatment
leading to improvement in IVT reperfusion rates. Thus, the implementation of these measures in
stroke networks is a promising avenue to improve an often-neglected aspect of the stroke
response. However, the limited available data suggest functional outcomes and mortality are not
significantly improved by PSWO; hence, further studies and improvement strategies vis-a-vis
PSWOs are warranted.
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
